You may be eligible to join this plan if you receive assistance from the state and Medicare.

All cost sharing in this summary of benefits is based on your level of Medicaid eligibility.

You Have Choices in Your Health Care

As a Medicare beneficiary, you can choose from different Medicare options.  One option is the Original (fee-for-service)
Medicare Plan.  Another option is aMedicare health plan, like CareNeeds Plan.  You may have other options too.  You
make the choice.  No matter what you decide, you are still in the Medicare program.

If you are eligible for both Medicare and Medicaid (dual eligible) you may join or leave a plan at any time.

Where Is CareNeeds Plan Available?  
The service area for this plan includes: Miami-Dade County, FL. You must live in this area to join the plan.

Who Is Eligible To Join  CareNeeds Plan?

You can join CareNeeds Plan if you are entitled to Medicare Part A and enrolled in Medicare Part B and live in the service
area.

You must also receive assistance from the state to join this plan.

Can I Choose My Doctors?

What Happens If I Go To A Doctor Who's Not In Your Network?

If you choose to go to a doctor outside of our network, you must pay for these services yourself.  Neither CareNeeds Plan 
nor the Original Medicare Plan will pay for these services.

Does My Plan Cover Medicare Part B or Part D Drugs?

CareNeeds Plan does cover both Medicare Part B prescription drugs and Medicare Part D prescription drugs.

Where Can I Get My Prescriptions  If I Join This Plan ?

CareNeeds Plan has formed a network of pharmacies.  You must use a network pharmacy to receive plan benefits.  We
may not pay for your prescriptions if you use an out-of-network pharmacy, except in certain cases. The pharmacies in our
network can change at any time. You can ask for aPharmacy Directory or visit us at 
http://www.careplus-hp.com/plans_Rx.asp . Our customer service number is listed at the end of this
introduction.  

What Is A Prescription Drug Formulary? 
CareNeeds Plan uses a formulary.  A formulary is a list of drugs covered by your plan to meet patient needs.  We may
periodically add, remove, or make changes to coverage limitations on certain drugs or change how much you pay for a
drug.  If we make any formulary change that limits our members’ ability to fill their prescriptions, we will notify the
affected enrollees before the change is made.  We will send a formulary to you and you can see our complete formulary on
our Web site at http://www.careplus-hp.com/plans_Rx.asp .

If you are currently taking a drug that is not on our formulary or subject to additional requirements or limits, you may be
able to get a temporary supply of the drug.  You can contact us to request an exception or switch to an alternative drug
listed on our formulary with your physician’s help.  Call us to see if you can get a temporary supply of the drug or for more
details about our drug transition policy. 

How Can I Get Extra Help With Prescription Drug Plan Costs?
If you qualify for extra help with your Medicare prescription drug plan costs, your premium and costs at the pharmacy will
be lower.  When you join CareNeeds Plan, Medicare will tell us how much extra help you are getting.  Then we will let you
know the amount you will pay.  If you are not getting this extra help you can see if you qualify by calling
1-800-MEDICARE (1-800-633-4227). TTY/TDD users should call 1-877-486-2048.  You can call this number 24 hours a
day, 7 days a week.

What Are My Protections In This Plan? 
All MedicareAdvantage Plans agree to stay in the program for a full year at a time.  Each year, the plans decide whether
to continue for another year. Even if a MedicareAdvantage Plan leaves the program, you will not lose Medicare coverage.
If a plan decides not to continue, it must send you a letter at least 90 days before your coverage will end.  The letter will
explain your options for Medicare coverage in your area.

As a member of CareNeeds Plan, you have the right to request a coverage determination, which includes the right to
request an exception, the right to file an appeal if we deny coverage for a prescription drug, and the right to file a
grievance.  You have the right to request a coverage determination if you want us to cover a Part D drug that you believe
should be covered.  An exception is a type of coverage determination.  You may ask us for an exception if you believe you
need a drug that is not on our list of covered drugs or believe you should get a non-preferred drug at a lower
out-of-pocket cost.  You can also ask for an exception to cost utilization rules, such as a limit on the quantity of a drug.  If
you think you need an exception, you should contact us before you try to fill your prescription at a pharmacy.  Your doctor
must provide a statement to support your exception request.  If we deny coverage for your prescription drug(s), you have
the right to appeal and ask us to review our decision.  Finally, you have the right to file a grievance if you have any type of
problem with us or one of our network pharmacies that does not involve coverage for a prescription drug.

What Is A Medication Therapy Management (MTM) Program? 
A Medication Therapy Management (MTM) Program is a free service we may offer.  You may be invited to participate in a
program designed for your specific health and pharmacy needs.  You may decide not to participate but it is recommended
that you take full advantage of this covered service if you are selected.  Contact CareNeeds Plan for more details.

What Types of Drugs May Be Covered Under Medicare Part B? 
Some outpatient prescription drugs may be covered under Medicare Part B.  These may include, but are not limited to, the
following types of drugs.  Contact CareNeeds Plan for more details.  

• Some Antigens:   If they are prepared by a doctor and administered by a properly instructed person (who
could be the patient) under doctor supervision.

• Osteoporosis Drugs:   Injectable drugs for osteoporosis for certain women with Medicare.
• Erythropoietin (Epoetin alpha or Epogen®):   By injection if you have end-stage renal disease

(permanent kidney failure requiring either dialysis or transplantation) and need this drug to treat anemia.
• Hemophilia Clotting Factors:   Self-administered clotting factors if you have hemophilia.
• Injectable Drugs:   Most injectable drugs administered incident to a physician’s service.
• Immunosuppressive Drugs:   Immunosuppressive drug therapy for transplant patients if the transplant was

paid for by Medicare, or paid by a private insurance that paid as a primary payer to your Medicare Part A
coverage, in a Medicare-certified facility.

• Some Oral Cancer Drugs:   If the same drug is available in injectable form.
• Oral Anti-Nausea Drugs:  If you are part of an anti-cancer chemotherapeutic regimen.  Inhalation and

infusion drugs provided through DME.

HOW TO USE YOUR PLAN
Premium and Other Important Information
Because you qualify for extra help with your prescription drug expenses, you will not have to pay a plan premium.

Doctor and Hospital Choice
Primary care physicians, specialists, and other providers in the network are not the agents, employees, or partners of
CarePlus or any of its affiliates or subsidiaries. They are independent contractors. CarePlus is not a provider of medical
services. CarePlus does not endorse or control the clinical judgment or treatment recommendations made by any doctors
or other healthcare providers.

Authorization Requirements
Your provider will need an authorization from CarePlus before you receive certain services, except in an emergency or
when care is urgently needed. The authorization process helps members receive appropriate and necessary
Medicare-covered care and treatment. Providers in our network are aware of this process and will request the
authorization. Without the authorization, your plan might not cover the services and you may have to pay the full cost.

INPATIENT CARE
Inpatient Hospital Care

Inpatient Mental Health Care

Skilled Nursing Facility

Inpatient hospital admissions require prior authorization from CarePlus except for emergencies or urgently needed care.

Benefit periods do not apply to Inpatient Hospital Care and Inpatient Mental Health Care. You pay the 
copayments shown in Section II each time you're admitted to a hospital, no matter how many days have passed since 
your last admission.

When admitted to a Skilled Nursing Facility, you’re covered for skilled care as defined by Original Medicare 
guidelines. No prior hospital stay is required. Your plan does not cover custodial care. CarePlus follows Original Medicare 
guidelines in determining authorization for skilled nursing facility services.

OUTPATIENT COVERAGE
Emergency Care
You pay $25 for each Medicare-covered emergency room visit. You do not pay this amount if you’re admitted to the 
hospital within 24 hours for the same condition.

In an emergency, call 911 or go to the nearest emergency room. You’re always covered for emergency care. You do NOT 
need a referral from your primary care doctor or authorization from CarePlus for emergency services. You or the facility 
where you receive emergency care should notify us or your primary care physician as soon as your condition is stable so 
your doctor can get involved in planning your follow-up care.
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Urgently Needed Care

Remember to carry your CarePlus ID card with you and show it to each provider before receiving services. If your 
CarePlus plan ID card isn’t available because of an emergency situation, you’re still covered.

Out-of-area care – In most cases, if you’re outside the CarePlus service area and urgently need medical care, you should 
call your primary care doctor before using an out-of-network provider. If this isn’t possible, contact your primary care 
doctor within 48 hours so your doctor can be involved in planning your follow-up care.

In-area or after-hours care – If you need immediate medical advice or care, you can call your primary care doctor’s office 
anytime – 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. If you call after normal business hours, listen to the recording for instructions.

OTHER SERVICES
Prescription Drugs

Drugs covered under Medicare Part D
Drugs covered in the gap are limited to certain home infusion drugs that are used as an alternative to inpatient 
treatment. Your cost for the medication is the same before and during the coverage gap. Contact CarePlus to determine 
if a particular drug is covered or visit www.careplus-hp.com.
You may receive a one-month (30-day) or three-month (90-day) supply of drugs at an in-network retail pharmacy or a 
mail-order pharmacy. However, Specialty drugs regardless of tier placement are limited to a one-month (30-day) 
supply.You pay $0 copayment for covered benzodiazepines, barbiturates, and erectile dysfunction drugs at an in-network 
retail or mail-order pharmacy. These drugs do not apply to your total yearly drug cost.

HEALTH/WELLNESS EDUCATION
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Nutritional Training and Support Program
Upon enrollment into the program, a Care Manager will contact you to administer a Nutritional and Risk Reduction 
Needs Assessment and will send a written summary to a licensed nutritionist. If warranted, the nutritionist then contacts 
your primary care doctor for approval of the meal service and nutritional education. The assessment determines your 
underlying health needs and aids in the design of a nutritional counseling and support program.

Depending on your health care needs and the doctor’s instructions, the program may include:  
– Diet and exercise counseling
– Special diet instructions
– Caloric intake guidelines
– 20  meals delivered to your home each month
– Periodic reassessments determine your continued need for the program and any adjustments required.

Meals are either “frozen” or “hot,” except for the special meals – e.g., kosher foods – which are frozen. Frozen meals 
are packaged for convenient reheating and consist of several meals at a time. Hot meals are delivered according to the 
schedule made up by the provider of this service.

You will receive guidance from a nutritionist and your primary care doctor in selecting the most appropriate meal 
package, given your current medical condition. The meals are available in five nutritionally balanced menus, designed by 
a registered dietician: 
– Regular diet
– No-salt diet – frozen meals only
– No-sugars diet – frozen meals only
– Diabetic diet – frozen meals only
– Kosher meal – frozen meals only
Health and Wellness Products
You are eligible to receive a $30 monthly benefit toward the purchase of selected over-the-counter items such as 
vitamins, pain relievers, cough and cold medicines, allergy medications, and first aid/medical supplies when you use the 
Navarro mail order service. For more information or to request an order form, please call Member Services.
Additional Smoking Cessation Program
You pay $0 for QuitNet® smoking-cessation program. Through the QuitNet program, you have access to a customized 
Website, telephone counseling and coaching, a QuitGuide, e-mail support. You can also get selected over-the-counter 
nicotine replacement products – Nicoderm® Patch, Nicorette® Gum, and Commit® Lozenge products for $0 when you 
participate in the program.  You can enroll by phone at 1-888-572-4074 or online at www.quitnet.com.

Meals on Wheels
After your overnight stay in the hospital, you are eligible for 10 nutritious, precooked frozen meals delivered to your door 
at no cost to you. To arrange for this service, simply call 1-800-577-1072, ext. 1021990 after your discharge and provide 
your CarePlus member ID number, and other basic information. A Meals on Wheels representative will call you to 
schedule delivery and determine whether you’re eligible for other community-based programs to help with rehabilitation 
or other needs.
SilverSneakers® Fitness Program
The SilverSneakers Fitness Program is a health and physical activity program. In addition to a basic membership at 
participating locations, you can participate in low-impact SilverSneakers classes, have access to a specially trained Senior 
Advisor, and use any participating SilverSneakers fitness center in the country. If you’re an eligible member who lives 15 
miles or more from a participating SilverSneakers fitness center, you can participate in SilverSneakers Steps, a 
pedometer-measured walking program.
